Hi-Reach Manlift (Pty) Ltd in South Africa has been given an award for being the best 
Genie dealer in the Latin America & Africa region by Andre Freire, Managing Director 
of Terex Latin America & SS Africa for 2007.

Its sales is aimed at the whole Sub-Saharan market but South Africa as the biggest 
economy in Africa is obviously the biggest market for Genie’s products by a substantial 
margin, for aerial work platforms, telescopic handlers and trailer mounted light towers.
